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Safety and Security Responsibilities (a sample)
The safety and security of participants is of primary concern in pilgrimage programs. 
Outlined here are recommended measures to mitigate risk.
Expectations of Leaders
· To work with an in-country host with the in-depth knowledge and expertise to host program; including knowledge of local security situations to inform planning and development of in-country and associated logistics
· To be in touch regularly with the host partner to plan the visit and discuss the situation on the ground, adjusting in-country plans accordingly
· To brief participants before departure and during their on-site orientation on necessary safety and security measures
· To register the group with the Government of Canada through the Registration of Canadians abroad service and ensure trip leaders have this contact information
· To ensure all participants have emergency medical insurance and encourage all to consult a travel medical professional prior to departure
· Through partner connections, Government of Canada travel advisories and other sources, monitor, evaluate and assess the security situation prior to departure and during the program
· [bookmark: _Hlk120527961]To brief participants on the potential for sexual exploitation and abuse in the context of the program, review code of conduct and share and understand PSEA process for reporting
· To cancel and/or modify or interrupt the program due to developing security or health situations on the ground
· To brief participants as thoroughly as possible on the security situation, and decisions made to change, modify or interrupt the program

Expectations of Participants
· To participate actively in conversations and activities regarding safety and security
· To consider that this is a group experience and to understand how their behaviour may affect the safety and security of others and to act in the best interest of the group
· To follow social media guidelines so as to not create unintended security risk for partners and those with whom they meet
· To comply with all health and security protocols and processes, including Prevention of Social Exploitation and Abuse, codes of conduct, and travel restrictions established by United Church staff, leaders, host partners, site partners, and The United Church of Canada

The decision to participate in a People in Partnership program is a personal, informed choice. 
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
